At age 3, he went
fishing for the first time, and by 8, he
knew the names of all the animals
and plants in the U.S.

Began by writing stories and
articles for the school magazine,
focusing on sports reports and

satirical notes.

Interesting Fact: Due to poor eyesight, he couldn’t join
the front lines but worked as a volunteer ambulance

driver in Italy, where he received a medal for bravery.



He was married four times and
loved polydactyl cats (six-toed cats).

 Exciting Life Moments
Survived two plane crashes in one day.
After the crashes, he suffered severe
injuries but was able to read his own
obituary in the news.
